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PURPOSE

· To encourage participants to think about situations where sectarianism might occur and how they can react to it.

· To raise awareness of the fact that everything may not be what it seems on the surface.

PLAN IT

DO IT

a) Divide the group into smaller groups of 3-5.

b) Ask each group to think of a scene that depicts sectarianism/religious intolerance. (Encourage them to think beyond scenes of violence.)

c) Once they have their scene, ask them to discuss how they would depict this as if they were in a photograph.

d) Each group displays their scene, then explain it to the rest of the groups.

e) Have all groups discuss the scene, using the following:

· What did you think it was before it was explained?

· How did this differ from what the group intended?

· How might this scene develop?

· How would you challenge the sectarianism/intolerance depicted?

Note : Take care this activity does not become an excuse for sectarian behaviour. The participants need to be encouraged to explore the issue without perpetuating the problem. You need to be willing and able to challenge negative stereotypes and prejudices not picked up by the groups themselves.
